How to use the Audit log function:
To log an event into the “Events” table use this function:

Usage:

1. priority.
Required
 a number:

100- trivial event. (e.g. User 123 logged into the system)

200- warning. 

300- error (e.g. Couldn’t open a connection to a database)

2. personId. 
Optional 
9 digit positive number. (This is the system’s number that is assigned to a user. If you don’t know it, don’t use it!).

3. moduleName.
 Required
Valid modules name are: 
CONTEXT, VIRTUAL_TA_ROOM, HOMEWORK_GRADING, BULLETIN_BOARD, CALENDER. (Use only the name of your module! Include underscore/s)

4. Activity.
 Required
string. The string length must be less than 30chars.

5. activityInfo. 
Optional 
String. Any length. 

Notes: 

· It is up to each team to decide what events are logged. BE careful in logging trivial events. E.g. “John Smith” clicked a link to move to the next page is not a “good” event to log. However, “John Smith” submitted his homework might be a valid event.
